ARTICLE 8. CURFEW

14-801 CHILDREN.

It shall be unlawful for any child under the age of eighteen (18) years to wander,

lounge, loaf, loiter or play in, about, or upon any public street, alley, sidewalk, vacant lot, public place or other place normally accessible to the general public for public use, whether on foot, or in a vehicle or by any means, during the hours of curfew which are hereby specified for each day of each week as provided, to wit:
11:00 p.m. Monday to 6:00 a.m. Tuesday;

11:00 p.m. Tuesday to 6:00 a.m. Wednesday;

11:00 p.m. Wednesday to 6:00 a.m. Thursday;

11:00 p.m. Thursday to 6:00 a.m. Friday;

12:30 a.m. Saturday to 6:00 a.m. Saturday;

12:30 a.m. Sunday to 6:00 a.m. Sunday;

11:00 p.m. Sunday to 6:00 a.m. Monday;
unless accompanied by a parent, legal guardian, or other person exercising legal

custody of such child. Such prohibition shall not apply to such children under the

age of eighteen (18) years who are en route by the most direct and accessible route between their homes and authorized places of employment, authorized

entertainment, or authorized place of attendance to their residences. The term

"authorized" as used in this Section shall denote and require prior authorization by a parent, legal guardian, or other person exercising legal custody. (Code 1979, 14-CODE OF THE CITY OF LAWRENCE, KANSAS14-26 801)

14-802 PARENTS AND OTHERS.

It shall be unlawful for any parent, legal guardian or other person lawfully entitled to the care, custody, or control of any child under the age of eighteen (18) years, to suffer, permit or allow any such child to wander, lounge, loaf, loiter or play in, about or upon any public street, alley sidewalk, vacant lot, public place or other place normally accessible to the general public after the hours specified in Section 14-801of this Article unless accompanied by a parent, legal guardian or other person legally entitled to the care, custody and control of such child. (Code 1979, 14-802)

14-803 PENALTY.

Any person violating any of the provisions of this Article shall, upon conviction

thereof, be punished by a fine of not less than $10 nor more than $100 or by

imprisonment for a time not to exceed thirty (30) days, or by both such fine and

imprisonment. (Code 1979, 14-803)
